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Authors’ Guide For Manuscript Preparation

Manuscript writing

Manuscript should be written in clear, concise language, and
type written doublespaced to allow for corrections. The first
page should start with the title name(s) of author(s) and mai-
ling addresse. This is followed by the abstract, which should be
as brief as possible including the significant contents and
major findings of the work (not more than 200 words). In
addition complete papers should contain the following sec-
tions: Introduction, Materials and Methods, Results and Dis-
cussion. However, Results and Discussion could be pooled
together in one section.

The journal will also publish short communications. These
need not to be divided into sections since it is a short, two to
three pages, article. Short communications should include an
English and Arabic abstract (if possible).

Tables

Should be typed on separate pages and numbered consecu-
tively in the sequence of their appearance in the text. They
should bear a descriptive and clear heading. Try to avoid large
tables.

Figures and Photographs

The original drawing of the figure should be sent with the
caption typed on a separate page. Only black and white pho-
tographs are accepted. If the author prefers colored photo-
graphs the extra cost will be on his/her account. An estimate of
the extra charge will be sent for individual cases upon request.
As for other details related to photographs follow what is
mentioned above for figures.

References

References are numbered and arranged in an alphabetical
order, the authors’ last name first, the publication year, title,
journal or publication place, the volume and pages. References
are cited in the text by their numbers.

Journal Languages

Arab researchers should sent their articles in Arabic with an
Arabic and English Abstract. Non-Arab speaking scientists can
write their article in English with an English and Arabic Abs-
tract (if possible).

Check the format of the articles published in the first issue of
the journal 1983, for any further clarifications.
